1. Registration (use attached Registration Forms) ends on March 24, 2012. The Application Form must include a student photo (2in x 2in / Color), a student signature as well as a parent or guardian’s signature. 

2. Each participant is required to mail the following materials:
1) two completed Registration Forms (in Chinese and English)
2) the recorded and labeled audiotape (no longer than 4 minutes)
3) the transcript in Chinese with an English translation

*** Incomplete application will not be processed. No registration will be accepted after the postmark of March 24, 2012. 
3. Each school may enter up to two students for the contest. Individual schools should decide how their participant(s) are selected (e.g. holding a preliminary school-wide speech contest).

4. Heritage students already speaking Mandarin before taking Chinese in school are not eligible.
5. Students who have participated in the previous Chinese Bridge

               US High School Student Chinese Speech Contest are not eligible.
6. Based on the results of the preliminary selection from the entries, 24 finalists will be invited to Boston to compete on-site. The finalists will receive some stipends for their travel and hotel. The final invitation notice will be sent out by April 2nd, 2012, together with further arrangements.
***Finalists must be present on-site to compete for the top places on April 28rd, 2012.
7. The theme of the speech is I Like Chinese Language and Culture.  Students are free to develop the content based on their own language learning and life experiences. The speech time must be 4 minutes or less in length. During the on-side contest, four questions based on the content delivered will be asked immediately following the speech.
8. The contest is for high school students only. There will be 3 categories: 
· Beginner Group for grade 9 and 10 students (who have learned Chinese for less than 2 years)
· Intermediate Group for grade 11 and 12 students (who have learned Chinese for less than 4 years)
· Advanced Group for those have learned Chinese for more than 4 years or have stayed in China for more than 6 months

*The Registration Deadline is March 24, 2012 (by postmark).
